Visual Codes Representing Antisemitic Discourse

The Anti-Semitic Children’s Literature of the Third Reich of the 1930s played a key role in
shaping hatred of Jews, using visual codes and ideological narratives for manipulation of
children’s consciousness. The article analyses the texts and illustrations of four books published by
Der Stiirmer, and reveals the mechanisms of their influence on the younger generation through a
distorted image of Jews in household and historical contexts.
